Approval of May 14, 2019 Minutes – Director J. Walker made the motion to accept the minutes. Director B. Burr seconded the motion. Motion Passed.
Correspondence – We received the ballot count. Position 2 received 262 votes for June Walker, Position 4 received 232 votes for John Myers and Position 5 received 250 votes for Mike Ballenger. Statement of votes from Lane County.
Unfinished Business – nothing new for station 2. I will be working with Jason on getting the power setup.
Treasurers Report – We are right on track. There are a few line items that are over but overall, we are not. This will help me get the line items a little more in line. Director B. Burr looking over the checks. Director J. Walker made a motion to pay the bills. Director R. Ballenger seconded. Motion Passed.
New Business – 
1. Resolution 2019 – 1 Adopting the 2019/2020 Budget

a. ACTION: Adopt Budget – Director J. Walker made the motion to adopt the budget for 2019/2020. Director R. Ballenger Seconded. Motion Passed.

2. Resolution 2019 – 2 Transfer funds to the Reserve Fund

a. ACTION: Adopt Resolution 2019 – 2 to transfer $50,000 from the General fund to the Equipment Reserve Fund. Director J. Walker made the motion. Director R. Ballenger seconded. Motion Passed.
3. Select new Auditor – Chief Dragt shared a recommendation from Chief and Administrative Assistant. Two applicant – Isler and Emerald CPA. It was recommended to use Emerald CPA as they are a local small company and we will have the same auditor year to year as opposed to not knowing who the Auditor will be year to year. Director J. Walker made the motion to select Emerald CPA as the new auditor. Director B. Burr Seconded the motion. Motion Passed.
4. New mower – One of the volunteers was able to go out and mow with their tractor. With it knocked down the expectation is that the staff out at station 2 will be able to keep it mowed with a riding mower. We are requesting a riding mower for station 2. Board of Directors directed the Chief to purchase a mower for $2,200. 
Training Update – Lloyds last presentation. May was a super busy month with academy classes. Live burn was on the 25th. We had a great burn. New people got the chance to see live fire. Task performance evaluation was done and both of our people passed. A firefighter from the past academy also passed. I was a proctor for the State for the EMT exam. Both of our volunteers passed that. We will be pinning and a swearing in on the 27th for some of our members.
Chiefs Update – 49 calls: 25 medicals in District 4 out of District; 3 MVA in District 6 out; 2 Structure Fires out of District; 2 brush fires out of District; 3 water rescues out of District; 3 public assists in District 1 out; 31 in District 18 out. We will be swearing in several people. We hired Nate Brown and Chris Zammarelli to fill the positions to give us 24/7 coverage. They will start July 1, we are looking at a 48/96 shift which would allow them more time off between shifts. Chris Zammarelli will be promoted to Lieutenant and 4 volunteers will be sworn in as Firefighter. Station 2 has the Compressor setup; 3 recliners were purchased for station 2. The guys already love the chairs. A kitchen table and chairs were also purchased. 
Board Comments – Director R. Ballenger stated he had a great time being a part of the District and looks forward to coming over and checking in on us in the future.
